Instructions for  PwD  Candidates regarding Typing Test on  Computer  
for the LDC / UDC / DEO  post at AIIMS Jodhpur 

 
In this regard, it is stated that AIIMS, Jodhpur is conducting examinations to recruit 

Lower Division Clerk/ Upper Division Clerk and Data Entry Operator (LDC/ UDC/ 

DEO). A typing skill test is schedules as a qualifying examination on 26th July, 2019 

in the city of Jodhpur. Admit cards to eligible candidates with all details including 

address of centre has already been issued on 12th July, 2019.  AIIMS, Jodhpur is giving 

relaxation in typing test to Persons with Disabilities (PwD) as mentioned below: 

 

a) Candidates eligible for scribe as per the examination notice will be given 

compensatory time of 5 minutes. Therefore, duration of Typing Test for such 

candidates will be 15 minutes. All other details of the typing test will be same 

as notified already on Institute website.  

 

b) Passage Dictators will be allowed on request to only those VH candidates for 

the Typing test who have opted for Scribe in the online Application Form. The 

Passage Dictator will read out the passage to VH candidate within the allotted 

time period. 

 

c) Persons with Disabilities candidates who claim to be permanently unfit to take 

the Typing Test because of a physical disability may, with the prior approval of 

the AIIMS, Jodhpur be exempted from the requirement of appearing and 

qualifying at such test, provided such a candidate submits a Certificate in the 

prescribed format (Annexure-XIII) to the Institute from the competent Medical 

Authority, i.e., the Civil Surgeon of a Government Health Care Institution 

declaring him/ her to be permanently unfit for the Typing Test because of a 

physical disability. In addition, such candidates must substantiate their claim by 

furnishing the relevant Medical Certificate in the prescribed format as per 

Annexure-VIII to Annexure-X of the Notice of Examination, as applicable, at 

the time of Typing Test. Otherwise their claim for seeking exemption from 

Typing Test will not be entertained by the Institute.  

 

d) Candidates may download their admit card from the Institute Website to know 

the date and venue of the typing test.
